· Show strong interest in continuing with the 4-H Youth Program.  They must have specific ideas regarding ways in which 4-Her’s can give guidance and leadership to some phase of the 4-H program.

· Must demonstrate leadership abilities, citizenship concern, and maturity judgment.

· Must have been enrolled in the 4-H program in the club year prior to State Leadership Conference, August 2008.

· Must have made a contribution to the maintenance and expansion of the 4-H program.

· Must have attained or is eligible for Gold Star Rank.

What Attribute Does An All Star Receive?

To be named an All Star is an award in itself.  Additionally, the selected members are awarded an All Star pin and emblem for their 4-H hat.  All Stars also attend the State Leadership Conference in August.  Expenses are partially paid by the   4-H Leaders Council.  Being named an All Star is the highest award you can receive from your county.

If you feel that you got what it takes to be an All Star, then try out for it!  We need young leaders like you in our 4-H organization.

What Do All Stars Do?
After being selected, All Stars are expected to:

· Meet as a group and decide on the level of activities and/or priorities, they wish to work on during the year.
